She began working 
here as an intern in 1978 
and was named Director of 
Marketing in 1987, oversee-
ing all private fundraising. 
Each year she has success-
fully overseen annual fund-
raising, now totaling more 
than $2.5 million. Nancy 
also conducted successful 
campaigns for the “History 
of Idaho” series and the es-
tablishment of the Idaho 
Public Television Endow-
ment.  

By anyone’s measure, this 
remarkable legacy has, and 
will, reap incalculable bene-
fits for future generations. 
 
But when I ponder Nancy’s 
contributions to public 
broadcasting, actually my 
first thoughts are not of her 
financial and advocacy ef-
forts, but rather the energy, 
humanity and vision she has 
imbued into the very fabric 
of our public service.  
 
The public broadcasting 
family has grown to what 
we are today in part because 
of Nancy. She’s been a 
dedicated employee…and a 
best friend for the twenty-
four years I’ve had the 
pleasure to know her.

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OUTDOOR IDAHO: CONFLICT IN THE 
CLEARWATER

The Clearwater National 
Forest is in a state of 
change — no longer what it 
used to be, not yet what it 
might be. And, like all 

change, people have con-
flicting emotions about it. 
 
“It’s one of America’s great 
forests. Big trees, big wa-
ters, big fires, big elk herds 
and big headaches for the 
ones trying to manage it,” 
says producer Bruce Rei-
chert about the subject of 

this new OUTDOOR 
IDAHO show. “Every issue 
that confronts every forest 
in America is here on the 
Clearwater, in spades.” 
 
Devastating forest fires of 
1910, 1919, 1934 devoured 
thousands of acres of trees, 
leaving vast open areas,  



which filled with grasses and low-
growing browse that fed what became 
the nation’s largest elk herd. This was 
followed by decades of fire suppres-
sion. Now, the brush has grown tall 
and trees are returning, further chang-
ing the vegetation. The elk numbers, 
like their feeding grounds, have dwin-
dled. A $20 million industry in the area 
is threatened. 
 
The program attends a January 2003 
meeting on the Clearwater elk herd, 
goes into the forest, looks at the history 
and examines the present. Interviews 
include foresters, biologists, wildlife 

managers, hunters, loggers, recreation-
ists and environmentalists. 
 
Longtime ranger, Bud Moore, now re-
tired, talks of his days in the Clearwater 
and the need for people to cooperate to 
find solutions for a stable future. 
 
“Just how in the blazes can a ranger run 
a show with the public fighting each 
other, the public he’s supposed to be 
working for,” Moore says. “This is a 
democracy, and you’re just stalemated, 
until we join up a little bit. Working 
together works, and that’s what I’d like 
to see and that’s what I’m trying to rep-

resent today, in whatever way I can.” 
Highly erosive soils in steep, rough ter-
rain and heavy precipitation all contrib-
ute to the difficulties in forging a suc-
cessful path to the future. 
 
“The forest is a magnet for spirited de-
bate about water, logging, recreation, 
wildlife, even quiet. All these values 
are important to someone, and there are 
many eyes on the Clearwater,” pro-
ducer Reichert says. “This forest mat-
ters, not just to Idahoans, but to people 
throughout the nation.” 

Host Marcia Franklin is joined by 
Larry Dawson, Supervisor, Clearwater 
National Forest, and two other guests to 
continue the discussion on the forest 
and take calls from viewers on a toll-

DIALOGUE host Marcia Franklin and 
BY THE PEOPLE host Jim Lehrer ask: 
What is America’s role in the world? 
 
Two special hour-long programs aired 
in May on Idaho Public Television — 
DIALOGUE “Faith and Foreign Af-
fairs” and BY THE PEOPLE  — which 
engaged citizens in discussions about 
international policy. The effort is part 
of a national initiative to engage citi-
zens nationally and locally in discus-
sions about international relations. 
 
IdahoPTV’s DIALOGUE host Marcia 
Franklin interviewed Rev. Bob Edgar 
of the National Council of Churches 
and Mark Tooley of the Institute on 
Religion and Democracy. Franklin, Ed-
gar and Tooley responded to live calls 
from viewers statewide on a toll-free 
line during the program. 
 

Video clips from three discussion 
“salons” in Idaho Falls, Lewiston and 
Caldwell were interwoven into the 
hour-long program. IdahoPTV initiated 
the three events in early May to facili-
tate conversations among Idaho citi-
zens of differing religious backgrounds. 
They talked about international issues 
such as war, global warming, humani-
tarian aid and free trade. 
 
The DIALOGUE “Faith and Foreign 
Affairs” program also featured a video 
segment expanding on the role of mis-
sionaries abroad — traditional and non-
traditional. DIALOGUE meets Brady 
Peterson of Eagle, who is training to 
become a Mormon missionary in Mex-
ico. Peterson and church officials share 
their opinions on how missionaries 
work in an ever-changing world. 
Catholic church member, Barbara 
Tomasini of Boise, works as a medical 
missionary treating Haitians in need of 
health services.

The national program, BY THE PEO-
PLE, centers around discussions be-
tween citizens and foreign policy ex-
perts in New Jersey, Nebraska and 
Washington DC. 
 
The broadcast was the second in an on-
going series of events and television 
specials designed to stimulate discus-
sion among citizens about America’s 
role in world affairs. BY THE PEOPLE 
was launched in January 2003 when 
350 Americans convened in Philadel-
phia at a National Issues Convention. A 
third television special will air in Octo-
ber 2003.  
 
BY THE PEOPLE is funded by the 
William and Flora Hewlett Foundation, 
the Public Broadcasting Service and the 
Corporation for Public Broadcasting. 
And DIALOGUE “Faith and Foreign 
Affairs” is funded by a grant from 
MacNeil-Lehrer Productions and the 
Laura Moore Cunningham Foundation.
