GAME OF POWER & CHANCE (1yr) (1hr)
airs Monday, November 5 at
10:00 p.m.

Hand game (a.k.a. stick, grass, or bone
game) is the most widely played Native

gambling game in North America. The
show HAND GAME explores the historic
and mystic roots of this type of gambling
in contemporary Northwest Native
society. The film traverses the Flathead
Indian Reservation in Arlee, Montana,
plus the Crow, Blackfeet, Makah,
Spokane, Coeur d’Alene, and Walker
River Northern Paiute Reservations.

BUFFALO WAR examines the controversial
killing of bison by Montana livestock
officials. Stories include a 500-mile Native
American march for the last wild buffalo
herd, the travails of a family trying to keep
their cattle ranch and the efforts of a band
of environmental activists.
